Studying the data, collected from the answers to the first questionnaire, we conclude  that our students are either not well informed about the possibilities offered by European Union or ignore the procedures needed for their mobility abroad for study and/or work purposes.

Graphics numbered 5 and 7 are interesting, as they show that most students would willingly move abroad for working reasons, but not for studying. It seems that they believe there are more career opportunities and higher salaries than the expected ones in the local market. Although it is risky making generalizations from the answers to the questionnaire, since our sample was very small and not random, we could say, with some reservations, that in our students’ opinion jobs in other European countries are easier to find and better paid than in their own country.

As far as it concerns education, we may assume, still with some reservations, that studying abroad does not attract students from Technical-Vocational school either because they consider the educational system sufficient for their needs, or they estimate that, in any case, their families could not afford the cost.

The Comenius project, we are actually involved in, aims at bringing together pupils, families and school teachers from five different European countries in order to create a life-long exchange of various Educational Systems, distinct languages and different cultures. It would be of particular interest, if we repeated the same research at the end of the project, when all “mobilities“were completed. We could then focus on our students’ behaviour and study if and/or how it was influenced by the project’s activities.
