SECOND QUESTIONNAIR- RESULTS
          From the answers given to the second questionnaire of the COMENIUS project research, we conclude that psychologist, social assistant and police inspector are the most popular jobs between our students.

The first two jobs were expected, as the majority of our sample students attend the “Health and Welfare” field in our school, so their preferences match with their studies.

As far as it concerns their third preference, the police inspector job, we could attribute this choice to the stability and security it eventually offers.

Our students seem to be aware of the qualifications/studies needed for their future profession or career; their preferred source of information is the Internet. Few students ask their friends for this kind of information.
In the majority of our students there is a lack of information about the job vacancies in either local or European market.

We could suppose, that the National Institutions responsible for the wide spreading of this information, do not act in the proper way, but, at the same time, we also have to consider how the economical recession with the expected loss of thousands of jobs all over Europe influences young people’s choices regarding their studies and their career opportunities.
